Goal: To predict impacts on organism(s) across ecosystems, to evaluate design solutions.

Obijective: To explore the impacts climate change has on Omak Creek as it relates to chinook,
salmon /steelhead, to explore the relationship between water volumes/temperatures and organisms, to

explore interdependent relations with the whole ecosystem.

Discuss video
