Education Advisory Council (SEAC) 

Functions of the SEAC 
The Special Education Advisory Council (SEAC) is established in order to help facilitate the 
provision of special education and related services to meet the unique needs of students eligible 
for special education services by WAC 392-172A-07060: 

a) Advising the State Superintendent of Public Instruction and making recommendations 
on all matters related to special education and specifically advise the State 
Superintendent of unmet needs within the state in the education of students eligible for 
special education services. 

b) Commenting publicly on any rules or regulations proposed by the state regarding the 
education of students eligible for special education services. 

c) Advising the state in developing evaluations and reporting such information as may 
assist the state in its data requirements under section 618 of the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Act (IDEA). 

d) Advising the state in developing corrective action plans to address findings identified in 
federal monitoring reports under Part B of the IDEA. 

e) Advising the state in developing and implementing policies relating to the coordination 
of services for students eligible for special education services. 

f) Reviewing state due process findings and decisions. 
g) In the event that the state submits a waiver under WAC 300.164 regarding state-level 

nonsupplanting, OSPI must consult with the SEAC prior to the submission.
