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Code of Conduct 
Child Nutrition Program sponsors are required to develop and implement a written code of 
conduct designed to govern the performance of employees who engage in procurement 
activities using federal funds. 
 

Requirements: 

 Sponsors must implement a written code of conduct that applies to all employees 
that purchase goods on behalf of the sponsor. 

• May be referred to as the “Conflict of Interest”  

 The Code of Conduct must: 

• Prohibit employees from soliciting or accepting gifts, travel packages, and 
other incentives from prospective contractors. 

• Prohibit an employee from participating in the selection, award or 
administration of any contract to which an entity or certain persons connected 
to them have a real or apparent conflict of interest. 

• Set standards when financial interest is not substantial or the gift is an 
unsolicited item of nominal value. 

• Include disciplinary actions to be applied in the event the standards are 
violated.
