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Why statewide K-12 technology procurement now?

As of July 2021, House Bill 1365

Statewide Technology Procurement Support

- Support is available for FREE to all interested districts statewide to
assist them in meeting their technology procurement needs

- Some of the types of assistance available:
* Making purchases from existing contracts negotiated by others
* Procurements and/or quote solicitation when not using existing contracts

* Identification of state and federal purchasing requirements, and assistance
with compliance
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Purchasing from Contracts Negotiated by Others

- There are many types of contracts that districts might utilize
without doing a procurement of their own.

» The rules surrounding usage vary, depending on who holds the
contract

- The most common types of contracts that have been negotiated
by others are:
- National Purchasing Cooperatives
- Statewide Purchasing Cooperatives
- Local or Regional Contracts

Local or Regional Agreements

ESDs and districts may hold contracts that your district can
utilize
- The use of this type of contract would require an Interlocal Agreement

- The contract must also allow for purchases by entities other than the
contract holder

. District-held agreements
- Must comply with all state and local procurement rules

Purchases from any agreement negotiated by another entity
(National, State, or Local) must comply with “piggy-backing”
guidance
