The student growth impact rating is
the sum of the three student growth
rubric components from criteria 3, 5,
and 8.

*Educators with a "Distinguished”
summative rating and a “Low”
student growth impact rating cannot
be rated higher than “Proficient.”*

A “Low” student growth impact
rating triggers a student growth
inquiry regardless of the summative
rating.

Educators with any individual student
growth component score of a “1”
cannot have a student growth impact
rating higher than “Low” regardless
of the sum of all their student growth
components.
