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PURPOSE/BACKGROUND

The 2017 legislature passed two separate bills amending RCW 28A.320.192, HB 1444, and SB 5241. State
law previously encouraged school districts to adopt policies and practices that removed barriers to
granting partial high school credits to highly mobile youth. The changes to the law now require districts to
adopt policies and practices to assist four specific groups of students in on-time grade level progression
and graduation.

The four student groups identified in the law are:
e Students experiencing homelessness.
e Dependent children (students in foster care).
e Children in Need of Services (CHINS).
e At-Risk Youth (ARY).

In October of 2019 OSPI issued new guidance (Attachment 1) to promote consistent, statewide
implementation of procedures that support highly mobile youth.

SUPPORTING OTHER HIGHLY MOBILE YOUTH AS A BEST PRACTICE

In addition to the four student groups identified in RCW 28A.320.192, school districts are strongly
encouraged to support other highly mobile students beyond the minimum requirements of the law. These
groups include, but are not limited to:
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e Justice-involved youth (currently or formerly incarcerated).

e Migrant students.

e Students with recent transfers including choice transfers to or from alternative programs.
e Students with a parent or guardian in the military.
