NOTE: 34 C.F.R. § 76.661 requires that equipment and supplies purchased with
EANS funds must be able to be removed from a non-public school without
remodeling the non-public school facility. A ventilation system that is installed and
becomes a capital improvement in a non-public school would not meet these
requirements. Similarly, new windows would not be permissible, but repairing old
windows to facilitate air flow could be allowable. In sum, whether this particular
authorized activity is allowable depends on the attendant circumstances.
