Student Growth Percentiles (SGPs)

Testing in Back-to-Back Years

SGPs requires two test scores to
determine how a student grew relative to
their academic peers

"Normative" Growth

Comparing growth of
students across the state
with similar test scores

Percentiles

A student in the 65th percentile performs
higher than 65% of students in the same
grade with similar prior test scores

Normative Growth

In comparison to
other students in the state
that scored around 2312 in

2016, Anthony scored
higher than 80% of them

2017 4th Grade

Anthony scores a 2404,
also classified as Level 1,
on Math Smarter Balanced
