School staff and community serving organizations are not in regular contact with young people because of the
Coronavirus. Some families need assistance to keep their children and youth safe. When the Department of Children,
Youth, and Families (DCYF) becomes involved with a family, their first priority is to ensure children and youth are safe
and well cared for and families have resources to meet their needs. Due to social distancing guidelines, identifying
abuse may be difficult. If you are suspicious of abuse or concerned about a child or youth, please call DCYF as soon as
possible to discuss and report your concerns. DCYF will make the determination with how to proceed and can provide
families with assistance to keep their children and youth safe.

“Reasonable cause” means a person
witnesses or receives a credible written or oral
report alleging abuse, including sexual
contact or neglect of a child (RCW 26.44.030).
